The Small Business Outreach Kickstart Grant was awarded to Esculturas y Artesanias Alcazar in
2023. The selected business was provided complimentary booth space at the Norfolk Latino Music &
Food Festival, in addition to purchasing the special event business license, cost-free marketing
exposure, and guidance in acquiring event-related documentation.

Throughout its 40-plus-year history, Festevents has raised more than $3.5 million for local charities
and organizations through the Charity Fundraising Program, including more than $65,000 in 2023
alone. These contributions are raised through the sale of alcoholic and non-alcoholic beverages at
Festevents’ events and festivals.

Lastly, the 2023 Karen Scherberger Scholarship was awarded to Isabella Esprit for her demonstrated
discipline, sacrifice, responsibility, and a firm commitment to Festevents. Isabella has worked in the
Festevents’ Programming Department as a part-time employee throughout the 2023 event season.
Isabella attends Tidewater Community College and is pursuing a degree in Visual Arts and Fine
Art/Painting.

The Community Development Program will continue into 2024 and beyond. The 2024 Small Business
