The awe-inspiring Norfolk Harborfest Parade of Sail, presented by WVEC 13 News Now and under 
the direction of the Virginia Pilots Association, will grace the Downtown Norfolk Harbor on Friday, 
June 7 at approximately noon. In keeping with tradition, this remarkable fleet will feature tall ships, 
Navy ships, Public Safety vessels, character vessels, sleek power cruisers, sailing craft, antique and 
classic wooden boats, military vessels, tugs, and more! Thousands of onlookers positioned at 
vantage points along the Elizabeth River will witness this expansive fleet as it gracefully maneuvers 
down the river toward Town Point Park.

For boaters, all docking on the Downtown Norfolk Waterfront is by reservation only. Docking in the 
Hospital Point Anchorage in the Elizabeth River across from Town Point Park will be free of charge 
and available on a first-come, first-served basis.

About The Artist 

Robert Lauer holds a Studio Art minor from Washington & Lee University (W&L) and a Master’s from 
the College of Design at N.C. State University. His career has spanned several international 
corporations in the United States, Germany, Japan, and China, where he served as a Director of 
Industrial Design. Lauer honed his skills in watercolors, oils, and acrylics under the guidance of I-
Hsiung Ju at W&L, donating his artwork for charitable events. 
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Upon returning to the Tidewater area of Virginia, Lauer's works focused on exploring the natural vivid 
colors found at sunset along our waterways stretching from the Northern Neck of Virginia to the 
Currituck Sound of North Carolina. His works capture the interplay of sky and light on water, 
balancing the harmony of simple hidden geometry with strategically placed focal points. A proponent 
of Stephen Quiller's color theory, the majority of his colors are hand-mixed from just 5 pigments and 
applied with layered washes. His ability to integrate art, design, and marketing in his career is a 
testament to his exceptional skills and expertise. 

Robert Lauer is a member of the Chesapeake Bay Artist Association and an Associate Artist at The 
d'Art Center, 740 Boush St, Norfolk, VA 23510. Prior to Harborfest, Robert was selected for three 
juried fine art shows this spring, including Norfolk's Stockley Gardens, Richmond's Arts in The Park, 
and Williamsburg's Art On The Square. His works can be seen online at RWLauer.com and 
StravitzArtGallery.com, or in person at the d'Art Center and the Stravitz Gallery, Virginia Beach.
